INTRODUCTION .

The people belonging to ‘Medha’ community all over the state
arc brought under schedule tribe category. This community
is mainly seen in Gulburga, Dharwad, Koppal, Bellary,
Haveri, Kolar,South Canara, Chikkamagalur and Shimoga
districts. From ancient times till now their profession is
preparing uscful things for daily use. They use bamboos for
artisan work. They are in a sense weavers. It is their age-old

'fprofession (it is what they have belived). Their pedigree was
Bt

ound in the 12™ century in Basava Kalyana . It is learnt that
there were Medhar Keteswararu in the “Anubhav Mantmp™ of
Basaveshwara. They associated with Basavanna in bringing out
social reforms. Medhar Ketayya was considered as a leader by
‘Medha’ community, even, he is worshiped as their deity and
his *Jayanti’ is being observed every year by the community.

Name of the Tribe and its Population: ‘Medha’ tribe is called
with different names like ‘Medha’, Medar, Myadar, Medaru,
Gourig, Buruda, Buddaru etc,. Kittle’s dictionary gives the
meaning of ‘Medar- Medaar’ for ‘Medha’. Some people belong
to this tribe speak Telugu and Kannada.

According to 1901 census their population was 5774, out
of which 2887 Males and remaining, females. In 1971 there
were hardly 325 people in Kodagu, but now 1,860 people are
residing in Kodagu (according to 1981 census). Mejority are
living in rural area. According to 2011 census by and large there
are 37371 Medha tribes in Karnataka. In Haveri, according to
a survey, there are 220 families-means 982 people have been

residing.

The main features of Medha Tribe: In Medha community
there are no social cadres. Usually marriages take place with
relatives from patemmal and maternal side. These people are
good craftsmen and artisans. They prepare baskets, mats, and
hand fans with the help of

bamboos which is a wonderful art. But unfortunately, their art is
not recognised either by academies or by government.

Some people among Medhas work as coolies, and some work
as drum-beaters on special occasions. If any dispute happens,
they get it solved among themselves in presence of their elders.
Medhas have some superstitions. Every year in the month of
December-January they offer sheep to their deity and every
year their home-Goddess-Mariyamma festival is observed.

InRanebennur one can see the beautiful temple of their Goddess-
Mariyamma. Pontiffs are appointed to perform rituals in the
temple. Their life-style, mode of leading life, cremations, run
according to Hindu culture. Though, government is spending
more money on literacy programme, yet their life needs to be
changed socially, economically and educationally.

It is not just the clothes that youth wear, the songs
they sing, or the holidays that they observe. Youth culture is the language through which they learn to
.read the world. It is the collection of learned assumptions that youth bring to their daily practice of
mterpreting the meaning of their reality and themselves (Solomon & Scuderi , 2002:13). The youth sub-
cultures developed during the 21st century have become implicitly rebellious, born as much from a
desire to reject the culture and identity of the previous generations. Indian youth are seen as the part of
society that is most likely to engage in a process of cultural borrowing that is disruptive of the

reproduction of traditional cultural practices, from modcs of dress to language, acsthetics, music , and
1deologies.

2.I1. Literature Review and Thgorctical Framework

This study is guided by the Adolescence Identity Crisis theory. According to Erikson (1956Erikson (,
1963)), individuals go through eight life stages whereby they are faced with an existential psycho-social
crisis in each stage. Adolescents aged 12 to 18 years are faced with the crisis of identity formation
versus role confusion. The successful resolution of the stage-wise cri sis is the key to beneficial psycho-
social adjustment. Marcia (1964) utilises twa dichotomized concepts: exploration and commitment to
elucidate adolescents' journey to identity formation. Exploration is characterised by adolescents actively
seeking out experiences with and exposure to different value systems, ideologies, and role models in an
attempt to find out the best fit for them. Commitment, on the other hand, refers to the dedication,
devotion, and group loyalty one has chosen in relation to goals, roles, values, and beliefs. Ideally,
individuals start from a state of 'diffusion' (low in exploration, low in commitment), move through the
stage of ‘moratorium’ (high in exploration, low in commitment), and reach a stage of resolution, i.e.
‘achievement’ (high in exploration, high in commitment). For those who have prematurely committed
to a set of pre-conceived goal s, values, and beliefs, they are described as 'foreclosed’ (low in
exploration, low in commitment). Throughout the process, ‘crisis' is considered to be the driving force
behind identity formation. In a globalized world, exposure to new information and novel ideologics
creates an awareness of the ‘unknown'’, which can lead to a state of anxiety that expedites the process of
identity formation.

Adolescence and emerging adulthood may also be a time of life with a pronounced openness to diverse
cultural beliefs and behaviours. Researchers have noted that, in many ways, adolescent s and emerging
adults have not yet settled on particular beliefs and behaviours (Amett, 2000;Cote, 2000Cote, 5 2006)).
Some research with immigrants in the United States of America (USA) has also shown that adolescents
change their behaviours; beliefs, values, and identifications more than adults (Nguyen & Williams,
